Description

AmeriCorps Indian Tribes Grants Program: AmeriCorps State and National sets aside one percent (1%) of grant funds to support programs operated by American Indian Tribes.   
Through its AmeriCorps State and National programs, the Corporation has engaged citizens of all ages and backgrounds in helping to meet pressing local needs for more than a decade.  AmeriCorps provides human and other resources to community organizations, including faith-based organizations, to build their capacity to meet local needs in education, the environment, senior independent living, public safety, homeland security, and other critical areas.  AmeriCorps also works closely with America’s volunteer-connector organizations to increase the number and impact of our nation’s volunteers, and with schools and nonprofit groups to foster the ethic of good citizenship. Please see the Corporation’s statutes and regulations for more information at www.americorps.gov/. 
2006 Focus Areas: For the FY 2006 competition, the Corporation will also give special consideration to four additional strategic focus areas that meet critical needs of our nation. The Corporation’s draft strategic plan considers extending these focus areas with five year priorities. These focus areas are defined broadly to build upon the existing work of State Commissions, territories, national non-profits, institutions of higher education, Indian Tribes, and local communities. They are: 
1. Ensure a brighter future for all of America’s youth: Children and youth who grow up in severely distressed communities are more likely to be at risk of school failure, unemployment, criminal behavior, and persistent poverty.  Among other interventions, AmeriCorps programs often bring positive change to the lives of these children and youth in one or both of two ways: engaging them in service and connecting them with caring adults such as mentors or tutors.  AmeriCorps looks to build on this success in its 2006 program year. 
2.  Harness experience to meet 21st century challenges: Baby Boomers are a highly educated, highly motivated group that could drive solutions to some of our most intractable social problems.  Capturing their talents and experience, and engaging them in helping to solve critical social issues through service must become a high-priority goal for the nation in the coming years.  Several AmeriCorps programs have achieved strong success in this area in the past, and in 2006, AmeriCorps is interested in finding some additional models to support. 
3.  Build the supply line for “America’s Armies of Compassion:” In 2004, more than 64 million Americans served their communities as unstipended volunteers with organizations.  AmeriCorps programs provide more support than any other program to volunteer generating nonprofits.  In addition, all Corporation programs provide unique support to volunteer connector organizations in communities.  In 2006, AmeriCorps plans to build on this success through generating even higher levels of volunteering through its grantees and through supporting programs that build or strengthen volunteering infrastructure in communities. 
4.  Students in the community – building engaged citizens: Educational institutions (elementary, secondary, and higher education) are charged with the responsibility of educating students to become responsible citizens and leaders who use their education and life experiences to support the common good.  Volunteering and service-learning are important factors in this educational experience and need to be incorporated on a more widespread basis.  AmeriCorps is looking to expand its impact in generating service learning in the K-12 environment and to generate more students in higher education institutions serving needs in their community.

Solar Tax Credit
For the first time since 1985, homeowners who install solar energy systems will receive a tax credit from the federal government worth 30% of the system cost, capped at $2,000. Businesses that purchase solar equipment will also receive a credit worth 30% of the system cost. These tax credits, in the recently passed energy bill, will bring solar power costs over the tipping point in many areas of the country. 

According to Rhone Resch, President of the Solar Energy Industries Association, "With the solar provisions in this Energy Bill, Congress is supporting individual Americans who make a real contribution towards U.S. energy independence. Installing solar energy on your roof is one of the most meaningful steps an individual can take to reduce our reliance on foreign sources of energy and help declare energy independence. Now solar comes with a more affordable price tag, and more consumers will take a step towards energy independence by choosing solar power. That means cleaner air, more jobs, and greater energy security for all."

Three Minnesota Native Groups Establish Community Endowment 

Three of Minnesota's wealthiest Indian communities have established a charitable endowment at the St. Paul-based Minnesota Community Foundation that could generate up to $5 million a year for economic and civic causes, the Minneapolis Star Tribune reports.

Established by the Shakopee Mdewakanton Sioux Community in Prior Lake, the Prairie Island Indian Community in Red Wing, and the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe in Onamia, the fund, which could end up totaling between $50 million and $100 million, would benefit Indians and non-Indians alike. The community foundation, which manages more than thirty community funds and nearly four hundred donor-advised funds, will oversee the endowment and help identify possible beneficiaries. In addition to community foundation officials, the fund's board will be comprised of representatives from each tribal group.

According to representatives of all three groups, the fund is a continuation of their historic giving. "We see this as an extension of what our community does," said Stanley Crooks, band chairman of the Shakopee Mdewakanton, who own the Mystic Lake Casino and donated more than $10 million to a variety of causes last year. In addition to building a hockey arena for its community, the Prairie Island band, which gives an average of $1 million a year, has contributed to the construction of a clinic and assisted living facility and helped the local fire department, while the Mille Lacs band donated $262,000 last year.

San Diego State Receives $5.5 Million for Tribal Gaming Institute 

San Diego State University has announced a $5.5 million grant from the Sycuan Band of the Kumeyaay Nation to establish the country's first research institute and academic curriculum exclusively focused on tribal gaming.

The new Sycuan Institute on Tribal Gaming, to be part of the university's hospitality and tourism management program, will provide analysis of trends and issues affecting the tribal-gaming industry, help meet the industry's increasing needs for highly trained professionals, and connect gaming tribes and the wider community. The gift also provides support for an endowed chair position and staff to run the institute.

"This partnership is designed to have a transformational effect on tribal gaming across the nation," said university president Stephen L. Weber. "The Sycuan Institute on Tribal Gaming will explore and address important industry issues and create best practices to resolve them. This continues SDSU's tradition of working with the community to create innovative programs."
