Contact Manager Project

A contact manager is a form of information manager.  It is sort of like a glorified telephone book – a phone book where you can do extensive searches for information and link that information together.  Here we will develop a telephone book and call it a contact manager because contact manager sounds more impressive than phone book.  You phone book should have a main form that displays information about the people who are listed in the book.
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This is the main form of the phone book.
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You can move forward or backward in the phone book by clicking on the buttons << and

>>.  So if you click where the cursor is you go to the next Personal Copy
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And you can go backward by clicking on the other button.
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Which should Debug.Print to the Immediate window in VB as shown next
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There should also be a menu item on the main form that can be used to add a new name.  This will take you to a second form when you click on that menu item.
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The add name form looks like this
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Type information about the individual and click Add Name to add a new person’s record to the phone book.

The last thing we will put on the menu is an item to write the book to a disk file.  That part will be your last project.
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In addition to adding new people, you should be able to remove existing names.  You must be sure to check to see that you do not exceed the array bound of the book – that will cause an execution time error.  Also you want to be sure that you do not display non existing data.  In other words you don’t want to go past the first persons name or the last person’s name.  If you reach the last person’s name and push >> you should then go to the first persons name.  If you reach the first person’s name and push << you should then go to the last person’s name.
