Getting Started with Jbuilder2

First Click on Tools, then 

Click on Default Project Properties

Set the properties to something like the following to use Jbuilder2 and store your programs on a floppy (A:\) drive.  

On your home machines the directories should be C:\Jbuilder2\projects   and  C:\Jbuilder2\classes  or whatever directory you installed Jbuilder2 to.
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From the Jbuilder2 File menu select Close All

From the Jbuilder2 File menu select New

Select Class
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The following screen should appear (the author’s name may not be mine.  It should be yours) . 
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 Fill it out as indicated (using your name instead of mine) and click on Finish
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The following screen will appear.  Note that the package name is hello.  That is the name that you typed in on the last screen . Jbuilder uses MyClass1 as a default name.  You will want to change this. However, you cannot have the Package name and the Class Name the same thing.  
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I will suggest until you start having more than one class per project that you have the project and class names be very similar.  Because JBuilder is case sensitive you can call the Project hello and the Class Hello
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Note the file name is A:\projects\hello\Hello.java

Which means that java program Hello.java is located in folder hello (the project name and folder name will be the same).

This should produce the following start of a JAVA program.
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Cut out the public Hello() {

                              }

and enter information that appears on the next screen
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Click on Build
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Click on Make Project

Click on Run
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Finally click on Run “Hello”
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This will give you a start.  Later on you will have to modify this process to compile build Applications and Applets.
